PRAYER PARTNER

“Likewise the Spirit helps in our weakness.
For we do not know what to pray for as we
ought, but the Spirit himself intercedes for
us with groanings too deep for words.”
Romans 8:26

There is nothing greater than the open door
to the throne of God for conversation and

communication. Prayer is the portal that

brings the will of the Father from heaven to

earth. It is probably the most profound

experience in mankind’s existence.

When the Father created us He determined
that He would give us fellowship, an

assignment and provision through the
medium of prayer.



Even though prayer is a practical means to
communicate with God the Father, it is
spiritual. It causes havoc in the kingdom of
darkness. It wages war in the heavenly.
“...the Kingdom suffereth violence, and the
violent take it by force.” Matthew 11:12

Many times because of the density of prayer,
we find that sometimes we are lost for words.
Through our acceptance of the Lord Yeshua
(Jesus) as our personal savior, we become
candidates to receive the free gift of the

Holy Spirit. (Act 2:38)

He is the One that assist in our prayers. Our
Lord was raised from the dead, sat down at
the right hand of God the Father and lives
forever as our High Priest, making
intercession for us daily.



As our high priest and intercessor, He keeps
our prayer request in the face of our
heavenly Father.

Prayer is done in many forms. There are
contemplative prayers (silent), some call this
meditation. There is intercession, praying
for others. There is petition, asking the

Father for anything in Jesus’ name. There is
thanksgiving, when we just say thank you.
There is declaration, when our words line up
with the will of God the Father through the

scriptures.

Even though each person should develop a
personal prayer life, prayer is optimized in
partnership.

The scriptures give us the confidence that
prayer is not just a rhetorical practice in
futility.

And if we know that he
hears us in whatever we ask, we know that
we have the requests that we have asked of
him.” 1% John 5:14 & 15

will be done for them by my Father in
heaven.” Matthew 18:19

Too many believers are lone rangers. In the
beginning in the perfect environment and
with perfect fellowship and relationship with
the Father, Adam heard the Father make an



alarming announcement: “It is not good for
man to be alone.” Genesis 2:18

God says YOU NEED A PARTNER.

A prayer partner is NOT a gossip partner, it
IS someone that is committed to seeing you
have the promises of God manifested in
your life and the desires of your heart
become a reality.

“Therefore | tell you, whatever you ask in
prayer, believe that you will receive it and it
will be yours.” Mark 11:24

Once you have made your request known to
the Father, act like you have it.

| used to teach the New Covenant Seed
Assembly in Wilmington, Delaware, “Fake
it until you make it. Conceive it, believe it



and feel it before you achieve and receive
it.”

You would be surprised how many people
wore cubic zirconium until they could afford
diamonds.

Life is filled with challenges even if you
have the best prayer life and prayer partner.
An attitude of gratitude is the fuel that drives
you through the obstacles of life.

Sometimes it is difficult to praise God for
things that appear to be blocking your
blessings, delaying the life you desire or
stifing your purpose. YOU NEED A

PRAISE PARTNER!!
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A praise partner is simply someone that
knows how to incite you to praise God and
embraceRomans 8:28: “And we know all
things work together for the good to them
that love God and the called according to
his purpose.”

“Therefore being justified by faith, we have
peace with God through our Lord Jesus
Christ.” Romans 5:1

The enemy will oppose you and try to set up
circumstances and situations to defeat you.

“No weapon formed against you shall
prosper...” Isaiah 54:17

Praise acknowledges that God is in control
and delay is NOT denial. Always remember
the bigger the plans the longer the process.
The size of your faith will determine your
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estimation of what is big. The exercising of
your faith enlarges your expectations.

Every victory increases your perception of
the Father. Always remember that the deuvil
is defeated and his tactics used by the Father
just to serve as your faith builder.

Once you have come out of sickness, you
will NEVER go back! Nahum 1:9

Once you have mastered money, you will
NEVER be broke another day in your life.
When you have learned how to live in the
light, darkness will NEVER be a threat.

Your personal epiphany makes every
attempt to deny the presence, power,
provision and providence of God the Father
impossible.
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God inhabits the praises of His people. If
you really want to see God activate His
power on your behalf, PRAISE HIM!

If you ever feel distant from God, just begin
to PRAISE HIM!

One of the reasons why corporate worship is
empowering is because it allows us to
connect with other praise partners. Everyone
in the building is going through something.
You never know what your neighbor may
have had to deal with just to make it to the
worship setting, but one thing you do know:
“when the praises go up, the blessings come
down.”

In scripture, in a dark and damp dungeon,
Paul and Silas prayed and sang. In the
deepest and darkest time of their
incarceration, they prayed and sang.
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Prayer is meaningless without praise! While
praying and singing, an earthquake came
and shook the chains off their wrists and
ankles in prison.

You may be behind prison walls or behind
the bars of the limitations in your own mind,
but praise shakes the foundation and breaks
you FREE.

“Now the Lord is the Spirit, and where the
Spirit of the Lord is, there is freedom.” 2
Corinthians 3:17

Pure praise is when we block out everything
and everybody and yield our mind, body and
soul to our Father, God in perfected
adoration.

We have unfortunately been around
believers that give more praise to their home
team, an American Idol, an individual that

mentored them, a pastor or a monumental
moment in their lives than to our father God.

God is a jealous God! He should always
have the pre-eminence in ALL THINGS in

our lives!

We should give honor where honor is due,
but praise belongs to GOD! This includes
praising God-like attitudes, acts of

righteousness or the demonstration of the
gifts and fruit of the Spirit.

PROSPERITY PARTNER

As sure as life itself, Father will prosper you!
He promised it in his word.

“Beloved | wish above all things that you
prosper and be health even as your soul
prospers.” 3 John 2

“Wealth and riches...” Psalms 112:3

“The blessing of the Lord makes rich and
add no sorrow...” Proverbs 10:22

“Remember the Lord your God, for it is he
who gives you power to get wealth, that he
may confirm his covenant that he swore to
your fathers, as it is this day.” Deut. 8:18

Sometimes prosperity has a way of changing
people.
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A dear saint in our present church, Mount
Rose of Fort Worth, Texas, who is now a
resident of heaven used to say to me all the
time; “Don't let a little change, change you.”

| NEED A PROSPERITY PARTNER to
keep me grounded.

A prosperity partner reminds me that Father
has blessed us so that our personal needs can
be provided for and we can help others
while financing the work of the kingdom.

A prosperity partner is NOT a “hater” or
covetous of the favor and blessing on my
life.

“When one rejoices, all rejoice.” Romans

12:15
A prosperity partner(s) rejoices like my
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prosperity is an extension of their own. We
are heirs together!

A prosperity partner reminds me that | did
not do this on my own. A prosperity partner
makes me accountable in my distribution of
God’s wealth in my life.

The word of God says inEccl.10:19;
“Money answers all things.”

My prosperity partner reminds me that the
Father has blessed me to be a blessing, to be
an answer, to be the solution to some
problem in the earth.

Prosperity gives you influence, poverty
cripples even the wisest of us; “There was a
little city with few men in it, and a great king

came against it and besieged it, building
great siege works against it. But there was
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found in it a poor man, wise man, and he by
his wisdom delivered the city. Yet no one
remembered that poor man. But | say that
wisdom is better than might, though the poor
man’s wisdom is despised and his words are
heard.” Ecclesiastes 9:14-16

The money test is the one that many fail.
The rich man that came to Jesus in piety
declined the greatest opportunity in his life,
to be a disciple of Jesus, because he was not
willing to divest of his great wealth because
his wealth had disillusioned him.
Mark 10:16-18

The money test is the place where
promotion, great favor and supernatural
manifestations are hiddefif you cannot be
trusted with the lesser wealth, how can you
be trusted in the greater wealth....” Read
Luke 16:9-13
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Prosperity comes two ways. One way is by
learning how to manipulate the world

system. This is a fleeting wealth. It
comes from the world’s system of “buying
and selling”

The second way the scripture calls GOOD
SUCCESS.

“This book of the law shall not depart from
your mouth, but you shall meditate on it day
night, so that you may be careful to do
according to all that is written in it. For then
you will make your way prosperous, and
then you will have good success.” Joshua
1.8

Good Success is what our Father desires for
us. It is the type of prosperity that allows
you to buy without money and without price.

It is a product of the law df&eedtime and
harvest...."Genesis 8:22
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“The blessing of the Lord makes rich and
adds no sorrow”. Proverbs 10:22

The same way the law of gravity cannot be
violated, the law of seedtime and harvest
cannot be.

“Be not deceived, God is not mocked...... "
Galatians 6:7

1% Timothy 6:17 - 19 gives us the lifestyle
required of the “rich”. In comparison to the
rest of the world, YOU ARE RICH!

Again, your perception has a lot to do with
how you will operate in the kingdom of light.

Father warns us about trying to get rich.

People are robbed blind running after “get
rich quick” schemes.
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Father warns about the “love of money”. He
also lets us know that true wealth is
accumulated “here a little, there a little”

Wealth is a product of working your field
(garden).

“...And also that every man should eat and
drink, and enjoy good in all his labor, is the
gift of God.” Eccl. 3:13

My prosperity partner reminds me that my

greatest deposit is not in a high yielding CD,

stock, IRA or even real estate investment
properties. The greatest investment that can
be made in life is in the kingdom of God.

Read Matthew 6:19 - 33

My prosperity partner joins his / her
resources with mine to optimize our
opportunities to make a difference.
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The assignment that the Father has given us
as sons of God is not miniscule. Because
money answers all things, Father is making
more and more of his children wealthy so
they can finance the work of the kingdom.

PERSECUTION PARTNER

After the rich man sorrowfully walked away
from Jesus’ proposal to divest and give to
the poor, Peter asked a profound question of
the Master.

“We have left everything....” Mark 10:28-31

Jesus’ response was clear. The Father
rewards commitment and sacrifice 100 times
greater than the investment made. Many
believers misquote this passage of scripture
because they miss the addendum, “with
persecution.”

If any word could be ripped out of the

scripture for the convenience of people, it
would be the word persecution.
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“...all that will live godly in Christ Jesus
shall suffer persecution.”

Jesus warned his disciples that tribulations
will come!

“These things | have spoken unto you, that
in me ye might have peace. In the world ye
shall have tribulation: but be of good cheer;

| have overcome the world.”

John 16:33

| need a persecution partner. In the
scriptures, there is a man named Job who
experienced severe challenges in his life.
Job went from being the richest man in his
region to one who lost all of his livestock,
all of his children and experienced serious
health issues.

His friends came to comfort him. As you
read the book of Job, the words of his
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frends are weighty. Out of false
righteousness, insensitivity and  an
unrealistic piety they accused and blamed
Job for his predicament.

In the midst of your trials, tribulations and
temptations you need a persecution partner.

A persecution partner is one whose mouth is
filled with the word and promises of God.

Isaiah 50:4 - “The Lord GOD has given Me,
The tongue of the learned, that | should
know how to speak, a word in season to him
who is weary. He awakens Me morning by
morning, He awakens My ear To hear as the
learned.”

A persecution partner knows how to listen

silently when words cannot soothe the pain
in your life.

A persecution partner is one that will shake
you out of self-pity, self blame and blaming
the devil for mishaps.

A persecution partner will stand with you in
the storm.

Everyone does not qualfy to be a
persecution partner. Sometimes we believe
that because someone has gone through
similar calamities, they are qualified to be
our partner.

A person that is bitter, unforgiving or
pessimistic does not qualify.

“Do not be misled: "Bad company corrupts
good character." ¥ Corinthians 15:33

Your persecution partner is someone that

has been converted through the episodes in
their life.
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“And the Lord said, Simon, Simon, behold,
Satan hath desired to have you, that he may
sift you as wheat: But | have prayed for thee,
that thy faith fail not: and when thou art
converted, strengthen thy brethren.” Luke
22:31 & 32

Your persecution partner is like your
personal trainer at the gym with you. He is
always spotting the weights as you press
more and more. Your persecution partner
keeps the picture before you of the finished
work.

“weep with those that weep...... " Romans
12:15

A persecution partner will cry with you but

will not stay in the valley. Your partner will
drag you out of the caves of despair.
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Thank God for those anointed to serve as
persecution partners! No matter where you
are on your spiritual journey or what you
might be going through, take the time to
declare...

| NEED A PERSECUTION PARTNER.
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| NEED A

PREACHING PARTNER

God has anointed certain men with the
supernatural ability to preach and teach the
word of God.

“How can they hear without a
preacher...How can they preach except they
be sent....” Romans 10:17-19

“Many are called but few are chosen...”
Matthew 22:14

The assignment given to the body of Christ
is to the take the gospel of the kingdom to
the places where the light is dim and the
voice of the Lord cannot be heard.

This assignment is so important Jesus said
that the trials, tribulations and turbulence in
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the world will not cease until the gospel has
reached EVERY NATION

Matthew 24:14: *“this gospel of the
kingdom...then the end will come.”

There are limitless possibilities in taking the
gospel to the world. Technology has
allowed us to preach the gospel to the world
from one central location. Books, tapes,
compact discs, personal travel, videos and
one-on-one evangelism are a few of the
many ways the gospel reaches the world.

Every person in the body of Christ is
assigned to assist someone to take the gospel
to the ends of the earth. Too many in the
body of Christ have limited the expanse of
the message by seeing their man or woman
of God as their personal messenger.
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There are powerful communicators in the
body of Christ that stand and declare the
truth of the scriptures and help people
internalize the principles of the kingdom.
Some have taken on almost a celebrity status.
People have no problem connecting to these
ministries or praying for their success. But
every man and woman of God has been
called to reach the masses with the message
of grace and mercy in Christ Jesus.

Every church member has been assigned to
not only impact their community with the
light of God but to enhance the volume of
people who will be touched by that message
by making sure the gospel is taken outside
of the four walls of their sanctuary.

We are called to be culturally incorrect
agents of change.
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| remember years of hearing preachers
saying to the congregation that partnership
in the preaching moment is necessary to
maximize the moment. They would say
emphatically: “preaching and praying goes
together. If you pray | will preach.” The
response was always a hearty “amen” from
the parishioners.

Prayer is one way we partner with the
preacher.

“Pray for me that doors of opportunity....”
Ephesians 6:19

2 Thessalonians 3:2'And that we may be
delivered from unreasonable and wicked
men: for all men have not faith.”

“...and when they prayed the place was
shaken...” Acts 4:31
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The prayers of the believer are essential
because it is indeed a partnership. As we
read church history, the first few centuries of
the church was filled with exponential

growth, miraculous signs and wonders
because the church constantly prayed for the
apostles.

During the reign of the Roman emperor,
Constantine, the church took a twist for the
worst. Segregation was instituted. It was no
longer a community of partners working

together to advance the kingdom. Now there
was a clear distinction between “clergy” and
“laity”.

This was never the intent of the Father. As
the body of Christ each one of us has a
particular calling and giftedness but we are
interdependent.
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“...the eye cannot say to the ear | have no
need of you....” $Corinthians 12:21

Another way to be a preaching partner is to
give CD’s, tapes, books, DVD's or other

material from your assigned ministry to

expose people to the revelatory teachings in
your house.

Each house has been given a specific and
unique method to expound the message and
manifest miracles. No two churches are just
alike.

Many people assume that people have heard
the gospel of the kingdom. In a country like
the United States of America where the
liberty of free speech has opened up society
to hear many ideologies, this is not true. In
countries, cities and villages all over the
world people need to hear the message.
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Surprisingly  statistics show there are
countless millions in the USA that have
never heard the good news of the kingdom
of God.

“The Lord gave the word: great was the
company of those that published it.” Psalms
68:11

The most non-confrontational way to help
extend the gospel is SIMPLY INVITE.

A recent study showed 15% of the people in
our country (USA) would go to church if
they were simply invited. JUST ASK.

Any minister needs the partnership of the
membership to fill the pews with people to
hear the liberating word of God.

Jesus sent out his disciples as “ad men” to
let people know that he was on his way to
their city. But while they were serving as the
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advance team of the kingdom, they were
preaching the good news, healing the sick
and casting out devils.

Another way we partner with ministry is
with our financial resources.

In 1% Corinthians 9:1-14, Galatians 6:4 and |
Timothy 5:17 &18 the kingdom principle of
a reciprocal relationship between the
preacher and the hearer is reiterated.

True partnership makes sure that the man of
God is free of temporal concerns, the same
way enlisted men have one major focus
while serving his government.

“No man that wars entangles himself with
the affairs of life; that he may please him
who hath chosen him to be a soldier.™?2
Timothy 2:4
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As the preacher gives spiritual truths, the
hearer is scripturally responsible to see that
his temporal needs are readily and
sufficiently supplied.

Also the faithful tithes and consistent
benevolent and generous offerings of the
body of Christ is God’'s only way of

financing the spread of the gospel.

More doors of opportunity spring open as
provision is guaranteed to supply the
strength and influence to reach the world.

Learn a lesson from the woman at the well
in John 4. Dignify your discoveries by
sharing them one on one with everyone you
come in contact with.

With a true preaching partner there is a
personal connection with the visioActs 16:
“when he saw the vision, we....”
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Whether you are the one that sows the seed
of God’s agenda or the one who waters the
seed, God ultimately gives the increase.
Both the one that sows and the one that
waters is seen as ONE and both are
rewarded equally.

| have witnessed small churches become
large and large churches turn to mega
through proper partnership between the
pulpit and the pew.

partners. Your pleasure partner is the one
that has earned the right to share in the joys
in your life.

Many will disqualify themselves before you
get to the pleasure. All of us have had
people who have walked away from us
during the times of suffering, mishaps,
mistakes, malady, and mischief and miss the
miracles.

1 John helps us when the apostle said they
left us only because they were never really a
part of wus. Everyone that attaches

themselves to you is not meant to share in
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the pleasure period. Everyone that starts
with you will not finish with you.

Many people will attempt to attach
themselves to you after you have achieved a
certain level of success. Friends are not hard
to be found when you are rich, famous and
accomplished.

At best they will be good associates but
NEVER a real pleasure partner.

Make up in your mind; “You must suffer

with me to reign with me. If you cannot go
through the rough times, you do not qualify
to share in the good times!”

David wept bitterly at the death of his
covenant friend, Jonathan. The centerpiece
of his sorrow was the reality that his friend
was not going to get a chance to share in the
pleasure of partnership in David’s reign.
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Later David added a chair to the king’s table
for Mephibosheth simply because he was in
Jonathan’s family. He represented David’'s
covenant with his father.

Always remember that people are forever
evolving. Nobody is the same way they were
years ago. God is constantly at work
changing us! Anyone that does not want you
to change is NOT qualified to be a pleasure
partner.

Father has not made this life for us to enjoy
alone. That is why | value all of my long
lasting, life changing friends. We can laugh
about our foolish days. We can laugh at
ourselves. We can appreciate where the
Lord has brought us!

| have told some of my friends the greatest
joy for me in heaven after seeing Jesus will
be seeing them in their perfected state. This
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is the greatest pleasure moment for real
friends.

Without contradiction everyone seeks a life

partner. This person shares through all life
journeys. Some have unfortunately limited

their search to humanity. Challenged by the
opinions and approval of others, many settle.
Others have navigated through broken hearts
and dreams to drift into the abyss of solemn
emptiness. While the fortunate and favored
